HB2860 / Veto of our Red Light Bill The following is from Bob Meyers, the Legislative
Coordinator for ABATE Of lllinois:

“On Tuesday, 25th, the House voted 94-21 to override the Amendatory Veto on our bill. This
took us by surprise that it went to the floor as we are going to give Quinn the 120 seconds he wanted.
This is for the General Assembly to show them that we are easy to work with. This bill will have a trailer
bill for the 120 sec for the senate and then go back to the house for another vote. If we don't get the bill
through the senate then we don't have to worry about the house. This bill is "Ours to Lose". We will win
if we make these calls but we must make them as the Governor's office, the ISP, and IDOT have been
lobbying very hard against us. We need a BIG win to show them our strength and influence with the
General Assembly. You have the info let’s use it.” ~Bob

O.K., Now, we have a trailer bill on HB2860, that gives Quinn the 120 second delay you have to
sit at the light before you proceed through it safely if it doesn’t register your motorcycle on the grid. We
are not giving him the “Affirmative Defense” that he wants in the bill. If we give him that then we might
as well toss out the bill as it is totally useless and a waste of everybody’s time. My attempt at defining
affirmative defense in this scenario is: Motorcyclists that get a ticket at a malfunctioning light or one
that doesn’t recognize you sitting there can use the excuse in court that it was a malfunctioning light
and they will drop the case. You still have to take the day off work and go to court and it will be on your
record for the rest of your life that you were CHARGED with running a red light. They want to use this
as “Probable Cause” to pull you over and run you through the system but if HB2860 passes like we
want it then you say as per lllinois Vehicle code blah, blah, blah you proceeded through the
malfunctioning light. Now they have no probable cause and must release you, if | am explaining it
right..

Cycle Rider Safety Training Fund

The lllinois State Supreme Court on 10/28/2011 handed down their decision on whether or not the
Governor has the power to sweep money from the Cycle Rider Safety Training Fund and they ruled in favor of
the state.

The last little paragraph says it all:

“The Supreme Court concluded that the legislature cannot create an irrevocable trust with public money
because this would place an unconstitutional restraint upon the legislature’s plenary power. The court, thus,
found no impediment to the legislature’s withdrawals from the cycle fund.”

We will get with the lawyers and the Comptroller to see if there is something we can do. | wish to thank
the team of Rod Taylor, George Tinkham, and Matt Franklin for their hard work on presenting our case to the
[Il.Supreme Court. This is one of the reasons we have ABATE Legal Services, someone to represent us.There
is no shame in losing.

Laura reports that there have been 433 classroom presentations with over 10,000 students involved. Bob Meyers, Mike
Myers, and Laura have set up a meeting with the Secretary of State and will work on adjusting the course for those who
wish to get a “J” classification on the license. The 2010 statistics are on the website. She had supplies for several
chapters and thanked chapters for their donations. She also has yard signs for sale. The Safety & Ed video needs
updating and the cost will be out of range of her budget. She is looking for a member from each region to help plan a new
one. The cost could be partially covered by grants, but many chapters do not fill out the forms properly when they do
classes, which disqualifies us for the grants. As a reminder, it is very important the Safety & Ed forms be properly
completed and sent to Laura in a timely manner for our chapter to receive proper credit.
