At the next 2 chapter meetings we will have the candidates for state office at our chapter meetings.

At the Nov. 12th meeting Senator Bill Haine and Rep. Dan Beiser will address the chapter.  They have been there constantly for motorcycle rights issues and Dan was awarded the “Leather Vest” award last May for going the distance with us on our bills.

I had invited Madison County States Attorney Tom Gibbons to the meeting but he told me he would be out of state but would like to address the chapter if it could ever be worked out.  There could also be another, former Rep Jay Hoffman who is running for U.S. Congress.  All those just mentioned are with the Democratic Party.

At the Dec. 10th meeting State Rep. Dwight Kay, who unseated Jay Hoffman in 2010, will be coming to address the chapter along with newly appointed State Rep. Paul Evans who was appointed to fill the remainder of Rep. Ron Stephens’s term when he stepped down from the 102 representative district.  Also coming will be Mike Babcock, Katherine Smith, and Amy Sholar.  Mike will be running against Senator Bill Haine. Mike is the Wood River Township supervisor.

Katherine Smith who will be running against Dan Beiser is a lawyer who practices in Business Law in Alton.

Amy Sholar is a lawyer in Alton and has a general practice. Amy is running for the Madison County States Attorney.

We are tired of seeing our friends and loved ones being run over, maimed and killed and nobody pays a price except for a few small fines and such.  We want someone who will stand up for us when our right-of-way is violated as often as it is.

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Downed Riders Fund

Piasa-Gateway A.B.A.T.E. has a separate fund, known as the Downed Riders Fund (DRF) that is set-aside for its members in the event they are injured while riding their motorcycle or ATV.  

To qualify for this benefit, one must be a member in good standing on the current roster at the time of the accident… and have received medical attention for his/her injuries.  The accident must not have occurred during a competitive event.  To apply for this benefit, one must make a request to a member of the committee, who will then provide you with a “Request for Benefits” form.
